Since the day I received my     

acceptance notification into the 

London Psychology Study Abroad 

Program, I was extremely excited 

for the trip, and I was not let 

down! As we read more and more 

about London in preparation ñ

and even after we had arrived 

and explored the city for          

ourselvesñwe learned that there 

is SO MUCH to do in London, 

and ten days was not enough. 

Still, I must say my time in     

London was well spent.  

 

Our program schedule included       

numerous places to see from the 

start, and we were on the go from 

the moment we landed on       

Saturday morning.  

 

We started off with a bus tour of 

the city, straight from the        

airport, and between our tour 

guideõs British accent and our 

first taste of jacket potatoes (a 

baked potato dish that is a very 

popular street food in London), 

we were experiencing a different 

culture within minutes.  

 

 

That first day alone, we did some    

shopping in  an  outdoor           

marketplace, climbed 527 steps 

to the top of St. Paulõs Cathedral, 

and strolled through Kensington 

Gardens and Hyde Park, where 

we saw a fountain memorial for 

Princess Diana.
