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The Psychology Honors Research 
Mentorship  Program  

During 2007-2008, the 

Psychology Department 

piloted a new research 

program for psychology 

honors students.  The Psy-

chology Honors Research Mentorship 

Program (PHRMP) provides a three-

year, intensive research experience op-

portunity in which students work 

closely with a faculty member to de-

velop and hone their research skills.  

This program is intended for students 

who plan to pursue doctoral-level 

graduate work in psychology and are 

considering a career in academia and/or 

one that involves research.  Psychology 

honors students may apply into this pro-

gram during spring quarter of their 

freshman year. 

Currently, there are five sophomores in 

the program.  Each student has been 

working in a research lab for the past 

quarter and will begin work on his/her 

honors thesis in the fall of the junior year.  

Their senior year will focus on extending 

the research experience to include 

submitting their research for pub-

lication and/or presenting at con-

ferences.  In May, these students 

will travel to Chicago for the 

Midwestern Psychological Asso-

ciation conference with 

funding provided by the Psy-

chology Department, the 

College of Social and Behav-

ioral Sciences, and the Col-

leges of the Arts and Sciences.
